ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
(1) The preference would be given to supplier/manufacturer with experience of having supply of similar shade net house’s in reputed Agricultural Universities / State Department of Horticulture / ICAR institutes/private organizations/Farmers.
(2) Certificate from the project client for award of contract and supply of shade net house in original or its notarized copy for shade net house claimed to be submitted.
(3) The company bidding should be in the industry for at least 5 years in the same field. 
(4) Income tax returns statements for the three years ending March, 31st, 2025 should be submitted.

A. Shade Net House Details

B. Structural Components
Supply, fabrication, erection, and installation of a shade net house constructed with hot-dip galvanized (GI) pipes of approved make and quality, conforming to relevant IS specifications, comprising the following:
· Vertical Support Posts
· Outer vertical posts made of GI pipes of 1½ inch (50 mm) diameter
· Inner vertical posts made of GI pipes of 1¼ inch (40 mm) diameter
· Top Peripheral and Internal Members
· Top outer peripheral round pipes of 1¼ inch (40 mm) diameter
· Top inner peripheral round pipes of 1 inch (32 mm) diameter
· Door Provision
· Supply and fixing of one (01) number of hinged door suitable for tractor movement, fabricated with GI pipe frame, including all necessary accessories such as hinges, locking arrangement, and fittings.
· Structural Fixing
· Complete fixing of the entire structure using GI pipe clamps, nuts, bolts, washers, and all other necessary fastening accessories to ensure proper alignment, rigidity, and structural stability.
C. Shade Net and Fixing Accessories
7. Shade Net – 75% UV-stabilized (Green / Black, as per requirement)

G. Fixing and Installation of Fogging / Misting System
Providing, fixing, testing, and commissioning of a Fogging / Misting System (Netafim make or equivalent approved) inside the shade net house, including all materials, accessories, and installation charges, as detailed below:
1. Fogging / Misting System
· Supply and installation of Netafim / equivalent approved make foggers / misters suitable for shadenet house conditions.
· Proper layout, spacing, and alignment to ensure uniform fog/mist distribution.
2. Water Storage and Supply
· Supply and installation of 1000-litre capacity water storage tank suitable for fogging operations.
· Supply and installation of electric motor (Kirloskar make or equivalent approved) to maintain required operating pressure.
3. Filtration System
· Supply and installation of screen filter / suitable filtration unit to prevent clogging of foggers.
4. Control System
· Supply and installation of automatic timer for regulating fogging duration and intervals.
5. Pipeline Network
· Supply and laying of PVC main pipeline (2”–3” diameter, as required).
· Supply and installation of 16 mm to 20 mm diameter lateral pipes connected to foggers/misters.
· All necessary PVC fittings, connectors, clamps, valves, end caps, and accessories.
6. Installation and Commissioning
· Complete installation, pressure testing, and commissioning of the fogging system.
· Ensuring leak-proof joints and smooth, efficient operation.

H. General Conditions (Technical)
1. The quoted rate shall be inclusive of all materials, labour, transportation, loading, unloading, taxes, duties, and installation charges.

Submission of Tender and Deposit of earnest money

1. Quoted rate should be written legibly in ink or type written. No alterations should be made to any of the terms and conditions of the tenders by scoring out, altering or overwriting; similarly, no alterations are permitted in the rates quoted by them. No alterations will be allowed after this Office receives the tender. Ambiguity must be avoided in filling the tenders. However, any corrections etc., made will have to be duly attested with dated signatures and official seal. The tenders not complying with these conditions will be rejected summarily. 
2. The tenders not conforming to the prescribed terms and conditions of the Horticultural University or conditional Tenders or Tenders which cannot adhere to the prescribed time schedule are liable for rejection. 

Validity of rates and other Conditions

1. The defect liability period for the Shade net houses and erection of shade net house shall be given for 12 months or more from the date of installation. In the event of any correction or defects or replacement of defective material done during this period, it should be corrected/ replaced at the cost of the bidder/ agency. 
2. Bids shall remain valid for a period of 90 days from the date of opening of the bid prescribed. In exceptional circumstances, the University may solicit the bidder’s consent for an extension of the period of validity. The request and response shall be made in writing / cable / telex / fax / e-mail. 
3. The validity of the tender will extend for a period of three months from the date of placing the initial order and it shall be open to the Dr.YSRHU to place the orders with the suppliers on the same rates, terms and conditions for any additional quantities likely to be recurred during that period.

9. In the event of the date specified being declared as a holiday for the University, the bids will be received up to the appointed time on the next working day.
10. The Bidder’s representatives who are present shall sign in the register evidencing their attendance.
11. During evaluation of bids subsequent to opening, the University may at its discretion, to ask the bidder for clarification of its bid. The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing and no-change in the bid will be entertained.
12. The evaluation of the bid will take into account, the past experience in addition to the bid price. Such price should include all duties and taxes to be paid or payable on components of works.
13. The bidder may present power point presentation to Committee on the following.
a) Shade net house related and their working performance
b) Operation and maintenance

Acceptance of tenders
       Price bids will be opened after completion of power point presentation in the presence of such tenderers who are qualified in technical bid as may be present. A decision with regard to acceptance of tender will be taken as soon as possible. 
1. The successful tenderer (s) will be intimated by letter (s) or other means of communication and the tenderer (s) so informed shall be bound from the time of transmission of such acceptance by the University. Formal acceptance of the tender (s) will be forwarded to successful tenderer (s) in due course but it will serve merely as a confirmation of the initial information and shall not affect the time from which the offer is/are is bound by the contract(s). 
2. The University is not bound to accept the lowest tender. Any or all the quotations may be rejected without assigning any reasons. It reserves the right of acceptance in whole or part of the offer made. The decision of the Dr.YSR Horticultural University in the matter shall be final and binding on the tenderers.
“Income Tax (TDS) @ 2% (or as applicable) shall be deducted as per Section 194C of the Income-tax Act, 1961, subject to submission of PAN.”

TENDER EVALUATION

The evaluation and comparison of the bids shall be done for the technical as well as financial aspects. 
a) Technical Bid Evaluation:
While power point presentation or the examination of the documents submitted by the tenderer, the committee shall have the right to verify the claims of experience made by the bidders. Based on the bid evaluation, only technically qualified bidders shall be short listed. After thorough evaluation of the technical bid by the committee, the financial bid of only technically qualified Bidders shall be opened in due course.
b) Financial Bid Evaluation:
	The total cost of the project (landed cost) quoted by the bidder would be considered for financial bid evaluation. 
Committee:
A. The committee shall do the above evaluation. The committee shall determine the approach and methodologies for the issues, which may arise during the above, referred evaluation process and their decision is final. The decision of the committee to reject or accept shall be final and binding on all the bidders.
B. The successful bidder shall be responsible for the  maintenance of the shadenet house for a period of ONE YEAR from the date of installation. The bidder shall deploy at least one experienced person from time to time for advising any doubts regarding operation and maintenance besides troubleshooting whenever required.


Other contractual obligations

1. The contract shall not be deferred/ modified except by written consent by both Dr. YSRHU and the Bidder.
2. The Bidder shall not sublet or delegate this contract or part thereof without the written consent of the Horticultural University. 
3. No undertaking or commitment given by or made by any officer of the University
      verbally or in writing does not have any validity unless it is signed again by the authority competent who concluded an agreement earlier. 
Consequence of non-supply and damage
1.     All risks of loss, damage or depreciation to the shade net house/ material there off shall be upon the supplier until the material is delivered at the addresses specified and in accordance with the provision of the contract. Till the material is received at the respective destination indicated by the university, the property continues to be at the risk of the Bidder. The mere fact that the material is delivered to transporter is no defense to the Bidder and the Bidder will be squarely held responsible for any delayed receipt of the material by the University or for loss or damage of any kind to the material in transit. 
2.     Assuming that the bidder fails to deliver any or all the material covered by the contract, the Horticultural University reserves the right in addition to other legal remedies, to cancel the contract or any portion thereof and hold the Bidder liable  for all damages sustained by the university by virtue of the Bidder failing to perform the contract and consequent cancellation of the contract.  
3.  The time allowed for delivery of goods shall be deemed to be the essence of the contract. The University also reserves the right to cancel the purchase order in case supplies are delayed beyond the scheduled date of delivery and to make such arrangements as it may think fit for the completion of supplies on account and at the risk of the suppliers (s). The additional expenses thus incurred together with the consequential losses and also the liquidated damages shall be recovered from the supplier out of his / their security deposit / earnest money deposit and any other amount due to him / them. The balance still, if any, payable by the supplier shall be paid by him/them within 7 days of notice by the Dr.Y.S.R Horticultural University




FORFEITURE/REFUND OF THE EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT(EMD)

1. In case the selected Tenderer(s) does not supply the shade net house at the quoted rates within the stipulated time and commits any breach of any one or more of these terms and conditions, the Earnest Money Deposit deposited by the Tenderers (s) will be forfeited.
2. Earnest Money of the unsuccessful Tenderer (s) shall be refunded within three months from the date of decision regarding the tenders. No interest is payable by the University on such deposit. 
3. On due performance and satisfactory completion of the order in all respects during the contract periods, the Earnest Money Deposit (Security Deposit) will be refunded to the Bidder (s) without interest within a period of 3 months with effect from the date of receipt of a request to this effect from the Bidder.
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES 
1. Any difference or dispute arising out of or in connection with this tender or acceptance thereof or the contract that may be entered in consequence thereof, shall be decided by arbitration. The Chairman of the committee for purchase of the shadenet house, Dr.Y.S.R Horticultural University or his nominee shall be the sole arbitrator and the arbitrator’s decision shall be final and binding on the parties. The Tenderer (s) will have no objection to such appointment on any ground whatsoever including that such nominee, in his official capacity dealt with this matter at any stage. 
2. The parties hereby agree that in the event of any dispute no cause of action shall arise in their favor to approach any court unless they have restored to and exhausted the remedy of arbitration as envisaged above. 
3. The parties also do hereby agree that the contract envisaged by these terms and conditions shall be deemed to have been entered into at Dr.Y.S.R.H.U, V R Gudem and the courts at Eluru, West Godavari District alone will have jurisdiction to try and legal proceedings which may arise out of this contract. EMD of unsuccessful bidders shall be refunded after finalization of the tender.
EMD of the successful bidder shall be adjusted/returned as per University rules after execution of agreement.

5. Execution of Agreement
The successful tenderer shall execute an agreement with the University within the stipulated time, failing which the tender shall be cancelled and EMD forfeited.

6. Completion Period
The work/supply shall be completed within the time period specified in the work order.
Delay in completion shall attract penalties as per University norms.

7. Payment Terms
· Payment shall be made only after satisfactory completion of the work/supply, certification by the competent authority, and submission of bills.
· No advance payment shall be made unless specifically mentioned.

8. Taxes and Duties
· GST and other applicable taxes shall be clearly quoted separately.
· Statutory deductions such as Income Tax (TDS) shall be deducted at applicable rates as per the provisions of the Income-tax Act, 1961.

9. Income Tax Deduction (TDS)
· Income Tax (TDS) shall be deducted at applicable rates as per Section 194C or relevant provisions of the Income-tax Act, 1961, subject to submission of PAN.

10. Dispute Resolution
Any dispute arising out of or in connection with the tender/work order shall be resolved amicably.
If unresolved, the matter shall be referred to arbitration as per the provisions of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996.



11. Arbitration
The arbitration shall be conducted by a sole arbitrator appointed by the Competent Authority of Dr. YSR Horticultural University.
The decision of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on both parties.

12. Jurisdiction
The courts having territorial jurisdiction over Andhra Pradesh alone shall have jurisdiction in all matters arising out of this tender.

13. Compliance with University Rules
All conditions relating to:
· Submission of tender
· Tender validity
· Acceptance of tender
· Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) – forfeiture/refund
· Dispute resolution
· Arbitration
· Jurisdiction
shall be governed strictly in accordance with the prevailing rules, regulations, and procedures of Dr. YSR Horticultural University.

14. General Conditions
· The tenderer shall inspect the site (wherever applicable) before submitting the tender.
· Conditional tenders shall be summarily rejected.
· The University shall not be responsible for any postal or technical delay.
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
